FIDC Spring Term (ST) 20244 Collection
Key Dates:

• February 15, 2024: Collection Opens
• February 21, 2024: Successful extraction required
• March 1, 2024: Collection Closes
• March 4 – April 9, 2024: Sponsor Review  

Timeline
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These are the important dates for the Spring FIDC Collection. The Collection opens on February 15 and all institutions must run ZADMETL and extract for the first time by 5:00 PM on February 21. The collection will close on March 1 and the USG Real Estate and Facilities Office will review submitted data from March 4 to April 9 and will notify institutions if corrections are needed.




Items Included in the Spring Collection

• Facilities Inventory Release 1.3

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For Spring 20244, no changes were made to the Facilities Campus ETL Script or the Banner Data Collection Extraction Process (ZADMETL). No action is required by institutional or Banner Managed Service DBAs for this collection.

This collection includes modification and reactivation to validation rule VBRM007 which can be found under Facilities Data Element Room Use Code (BRM004). 




Room Use Code (BRM004)

•
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VBRM007 originally evaluated the square feet per station for Room Use Code 111 and 112 and was inactivated in 2012 when updates were made to room use codes to better align with NCES Classification Standards. 

The original validation read as follows:

VBRM007: room use code 111 or 112 requires square feet per station between 1 and 40.

For spring, the validation will be reactivated to ensure that the square feet per station for Room Use Code 110 is between 1 and 40.  The updated validation is as follows:

VBRM007: Room Use Code 110 requires square feet per station between 1 and 40.
